Storm sewer replacement is now complete in the west end near Miallington
straat and King Street, and work to move and restore Enwave servics is
underway in this block. Access to King Street confinues to be restrictad at
Wellington Street while this work is being completed, with temporary two-way
access aveilable st Waterloo Street for reaching properties within the
Wellington-to-Waterloo Street block of King Street.
